I write you in request for an 'Individual Development Plan' (IDP) for my son/daughter ADD NAME whom currently attends NAME OF SCHOOL that, due to his/her developmental stage, should exclude the RSE curriculum, particularly the sexual and sexuality elements of that curriculum. I am of the understanding that on account of ADD NAME additional learning needs and his developmental stage, you have the authority/ability both legally and lawfully to disapply the RSE curriculum under the Curriculum and Assessment (Wales) Act 2021 s.41:

41 Pupils and children with additional learning needs 

(1) The additional learning provision described in an individual development plan prepared 
or maintained by a local authority under Part 2 of the Additional Learning Needs and 
Education Tribunal (Wales) Act 2018 (anaw 2) may include provision—



(a) that disapplies sections 27, 28, 29 and 30, or any of those sections, in relation to 

a pupil; 
This point was written into case law in the High Court by THE HON. MRS JUSTICE STEYN DBE in Isherwood v the Welsh Ministers [2022] EWHC 3331, wherein at para. 23 the Honourable Mrs Justice Steyn states:


23. 
[...] for that purpose sections 27-30 may be disapplied in relation to a school. 


Section 41 allows for a pupil’s individual development plan or education, health and 

care plan to include provision that disapplies those sections.
