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Dear HEADS NAME
I write in request you disapply the RSE curriculum, particularly the sexual and sexuality elements of that curriculum, for my son/daughter ADD NAME whom currently attends NAME OF SCHOOL.  
This is primarily due to his/her developmental stage.  The above mentioned sexual/sexuality topics are developmentally inappropriate for ADD NAME at this time and thus potentially damaging and harmful to his/her health and well being.
I am of the understanding that as head of the school, you have the authority/ability both legally and lawfully to temporarily disapply the RSE curriculum under s.42 of the Curriculum and Assessment (Wales) Act 2021:

Temporary exceptions for individual pupils and children 

(1) Regulations may enable the head teacher of a maintained school or maintained nursery 
school to determine, in cases or circumstances specified in the regulations –


(a) that sections 27, 28, 29 and 30, or any of those sections, are to be disapplied in 

relation to a registered pupil at the school during the period specified in the 


determination, 
This point was written into case law in the High Court by THE HON. MRS JUSTICE STEYN DBE in Isherwood v the Welsh Ministers [2022] EWHC 3331, wherein at para. 24 the Honourable Mrs Justice Steyn states:

“24. 
Sections 42-46 address temporary exceptions for individual pupils and children. 


Section 42 provides so far as material:



“(1) Regulations may enable the head teacher of a maintained school or maintained 

nursery school to determine, in cases or circumstances specified in the regulations – 






(a) that sections 27, 28, 29 and 30, or any of those sections, are to be 



disapplied in relation to a registered pupil at the school during the period 


specified in the determination,”
